PRE-TESTS:
Every Monday (unless otherwise informed) the students will have a 
 

spelling pre-test.  If all their words were spelled correctly on their pre-test 


they will not have to take the test on 
Friday (and will receive a 100% in 


the grade book for that test).  Pre-tests are generally taken using 



www.spellingcity.com , please note that the purpose of a pre-test is to see what the 

students previously know therefore the words will not necessarily be made 

available prior to the pre-test. The homework will still be required to be 


completed.

HOMEWORK:  Homework will be assigned on Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday. 

   

They will usually be given class time (about 15-25 minutes to work on these)

TESTS:  Tests are given every Friday or the last day of the week (unless otherwise 


 informed)


 FYI:  Any word that is already on the page and misspelled will be marked wrong. (applies to all subjects, students will be given an opportunity to make corrections to improve their grade)

READING
A.R.:
Accelerated Reading counts as a portion of your reading grade.  They will be given a goal to work towards and from there will be asked to set their own goals.  Their A.R. grade is a combination of achieving the goal they set (did they read) and their comprehension


on the A.R. tests.



SILENT READING:  Every week, usually Friday, we have Silent Reading. This means that on 

Fridays I have the students spend some of their reading class time reading their own  

personal book.  If you have not completed your points for accelerated reading, you must 

spend this time working towards those points.  If you have completed your points, you 

may choose an appropriate book of your choice, even a comic book or a magazine.

TESTS:  Tests are given at the end of each story.

CURRENT EVENTS:  This area involves paying attention to what is happening around them.  

Currents Events may consist of major events in the news, at school, and throughout daily 

conversations.  It is not necessary to have your child watch the news or read the 

newspaper.   Often times I give hints prior to events.  Ex:  You may want to pay attention 

to who is participating in the World Series.  With a little attention to major events, 

everyone should be successful in this area.

PROJECTS:  Some are group projects.  Ample class time will be given to work on projects at 

school.  It is not a requirement to meet outside of class.  If they choose to meet outside of 

school time, this is their choice but should not be necessary.

TESTS:  Tests are given at the end of each lesson about every week or week and a half.  This 

approach is preferred by most since the chapters tend to be rather long and provide a lot 

of information.  More frequent tests means a smaller amount of material is required to 

study.
